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I. GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1

The purpose of these Articles of association is to govern the internal structure of the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers (hereinafter: Chamber), forms of association of authorized architects and authorized civil engineers on the territory of one or more local self-governing units, as well as the procedure of making entries into the Registers and Lists of the Chamber, manner of keeping the Registers and Lists, professional tasks and orientations of authorized architects and civil engineers, disciplinary procedures for establishing violations of duty and damage made to the  reputation of authorized architects and civil engineers, bodies for initiating and conducting disciplinary procedures, the structure of Chamber’s administrative and professional service, as well as other issues relevant to its members, unless otherwise provided in the Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers.  

Article 2

1) In accordance with the Constitution, the Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers, other regulations and these Articles of association, Professional ethics code and other acts of the Chamber, the Chamber shall foster architectural and civil engineering professions, for the purposes of protecting public interests, as well as the interests of third persons. 

2) The Chamber shall pay special attention to: 

1. safeguarding the reputation, honor and rights of authorized architects and authorized civil engineers, providing the conditions for adequate performance of professional jobs of urban development, designing, professional supervision and project control, 

2. monitoring authorized architects and authorized civil engineers, joint offices, designing companies, i.e. other legal persons for which authorized architects and authorized civil engineers perform their work in accordance with the Act, 

3. continuous professional betterment of its members and candidates for members of the Chamber, for the purposes of which it shall found and enhance various forms of professional and scientific cooperation with the ministry of urban development, construction and habitation of the Republic of Croatia (hereinafter: Ministry), administrative bodies, faculties, associations of architects and/or civil engineers, etc. 

4. developing professional ethics, 

5. keeping track of and studying relations and terms, including the state of the construction business of interest to structuring, positioning and work, as well as the enhancement of architectural and civil engineering activities, 

6. informing Croatian national parliament and representative bodies of local self-governing and government units, either of its own free will or at their request, of the state, problems and measures to be taken to better the construction business, and accordingly, protect the environment, protect and preserve cultural heritage and protect the environment from devastation by building, 

7. fostering material and other interests of authorized architects and authorized civil engineers, 

8. protecting the status and rights of retired authorized architects and authorized civil engineers, 

9. establishing and developing cooperation with other Chambers of architects and/or civil engineers, as well as international organizations of architects and/or civil engineers and other professional organizations and associations. 

Article 3

Authorized bodies of the Chamber, unless otherwise provided by the Act, these Articles of association or some other general act of the Chamber, when it comes to  procedures for entry into the Register of authorized architects and a Register of authorized civil engineers, shall decide on the renewal of the process of entry, as well as rights and obligations of authorized architects, civil engineers and designing companies, in accordance with the rules and regulations of  the General administrative procedure act. 

II. ENTRY INTO REGISTERS AND LISTS OF THE CHAMBER

Article 4

1) Right to performance of professional jobs of physical planning, designing, expert supervision and control of projects, pursuant to special regulations, and depending on professional orientation of authorized persons, as well as the right to use professional titles of “authorized architect” or “authorized civil engineer” shall be gained upon entry into the Register of authorized architects and a Register of authorized civil engineers. 

2) On the occasion of making each individual entry, a decision and architect or civil engineering membership card (hereinafter: membership card) shall be issued to authorized architect and/or civil engineer. 

3) Membership cards shall contain the title “Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers”, sign of the Chamber, designation “architect membership card”, i.e. “civil engineer membership card”, card number matching the number of entry into the Register of authorized architects, i.e. a Register of authorized civil engineers, designation “authorized architect”, i.e. “authorized civil engineer”, first name, family name, day and place of birth, academic degree, professional orientation and main office of authorized architect and/or civil engineer, his/her photograph, signature and date of issue. If authorized architect, i.e. authorized civil engineer is a member of a designing company or employed in such a company, i.e. if he/she works in some other legal person, the membership card should also contain data concerning the company, that is the other legal person, as well as the position authorized architect and/or civil engineer holds in that company. 

4) Membership card shall be verified by Chamber’s seal, stamped over lower right corner of the photograph of authorized architect, i.e. authorized civil engineer and signature of the president of the Chamber. 

5) Should a change of data from the membership card occur, authorized architect, i.e. authorized civil engineer shall, without delay, request the issue of a new membership card. 

6) Should authorized architect, i.e. authorized civil engineer cease to perform his/her job, he/she shall return the membership card to the Chamber. 

7) Authorized architect, i.e. authorized civil engineer shall meet the costs of issue of his/her membership card. 

8) The Managing Board shall decide on the size and shape of membership cards. 

Article 5

1. Application for entry into the Register of authorized architects and a Register of authorized civil engineers shall be delivered to the Chamber, i.e. Committee for entry into Register. 

2. In his/her application, any architect or civil engineer who works independently, shall designate a place in which he/she intends to open his/her office, i.e. the office in which that architect or civil engineer intends to work. 

3. Apart from the application and documents from Article 26, paragraph 2 of the Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers, applicants shall also deliver proof that the person applying for registration meets the requirements for performance of professional jobs of physical planning, designing, expert supervision and project control. If architect or civil engineer intends to work for a designing company, he/she shall also deliver proof that he/she shall acquire the member status, i.e. be employed by that company if he/she is entered into the Register of authorized architects or one of the Registers of authorized civil engineers. 

4. The Committee for entry into the Register of authorized architects and the Chamber of authorized civil engineers shall consider the application. 

5. Applicants shall not have the right to appeal against Committee’s decision from paragraph 4 of this article, denying entry into the Register of authorized architects or a Register of authorized civil engineers, but shall have the authority to initiate an administrative suit. 
6. Administrative suit shall be initiated by means of a suit brought before the Administrative court of the Republic of Croatia, no later then 30 days from the day of delivery of decision from paragraph 5 of this article. 
Article 6

1. When deciding on any application for entry into the Register of authorized architects or a Register of authorized civil engineers, the Chamber shall have the right to ask the applicant to supplement the evidence concerning his/her right to be entered into the Register of authorized architects or a Register of authorized civil engineers. 

Article 7

1. Partial schooling and work on only one type of professional tasks, limited number of or simple professional tasks shall not be considered adequate meeting of conditions for entry into the Register of authorized architects or a Register of authorized civil engineers. 

2. If an architect takes lessons concerning construction calculations, installation planning or geodesy he/she shall neither be qualified for entry into a register of some other profession, nor for the performance of professional tasks of any department he/she is not a member of. 

3. If a civil engineer takes lessons concerning architecture, physical planning or some other engineering profession, he/she shall not be considered qualified for entry into a register of some other profession, nor for the performance of professional tasks of any department he/she is not a member of. 

4. By way of exception, an architect or civil engineer can be entered into a register of some other profession, provided that the quality of his/her work proves that he/she has acquired adequate practical experience for the performance of professional tasks of the department he/she wishes to become a member of. Committee for entry into that particular register shall decide thereof. 

5. Right to entry into the Register of authorized architects in the profession of authorized landscape architects shall be granted to any person who graduated from an adequate college of biotechnical sciences, thus acquiring the title of graduate agronomist – landscape architect. 

Article 8

Any person who does not meet the requirements from Article 26, paragraph 5 of the Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers can be allowed entry into the Register of authorized architects or a Register of authorized civil engineers, provided that person delivers written recommendations of three authorized architects or civil engineers, if he/she has a minimum of ten-year professional work experience at professional tasks of a specific orientation and if he/she passes an exam compiled in accordance with a special program chosen by the Assembly of the Chamber. 

Article 9

The procedure of considering applications for entry into the Register of authorized architects or a Register of authorized civil engineers shall be discontinued if a criminal investigation is launched against the applicant, concerning criminal action which makes the applicant unworthy of the performance of jobs in architecture or civil engineering or if a disciplinary procedure is initiated against the applicant in the body or legal person in which he/she is employed or  which he/she is a member of. 

Article 10


If the Committee for entry into the Register of authorized architects or a Register of authorized civil engineers fails to decide on a proper application within 60 days from the day of delivery of that application, and there are no reasons for the postponement of such entry, the applicant shall have the right to initiate an administrative suit, as if the application had been rejected. In that case, the procedure before the Administrative court shall be considered urgent. 

Article 11

1) If, following the granting of entry the applicant is found not to meet the requirements for entry into the Register of authorized architects or a Register of authorized civil engineers, the entry procedure shall be reopened at the request of the disciplinary prosecutor, Managing Board or minister of urban development, construction and habitation. 

2) Provisions relating to entry into the Register of authorized architects or a Register of authorized civil engineers shall be applicable, in an adequate manner, to the reopened procedure. 

3) The decision whether the earlier decision to enter the architect or civil engineer into the Register of authorized architects or a Register of authorized civil engineers shall stay in force, or be annulled and architect or civil engineer expunged from those registers shall depend on the results of the reopened procedure. 
Article 12

Provisions of these Articles of association governing the reopening of entry procedure shall be applicable, in an adequate manner, to the procedure of expunging persons from registers. 

III. REGISTERS AND LISTS

Article 13

1.  The Chamber shall keep the following registers and lists: 

1) Register of authorized architects

2) Register of authorized civil engineers

3) Register of authorized geodesy engineers

4) Register of authorized mechanical engineers

5) Register of authorized electrical engineers

6) List of joint offices

7) List of designing companies. 

2. Registers and lists from the preceding paragraph shall take the form of bound books, unless otherwise provided in these Articles of association or any other general acts of the Chamber. The pages of such books shall bear ordinal numbers, and be stitched through by warranty line. Each register and list shall contain sections designated by these Articles of association or any general act of the Chamber. 

3. Every register and list, unless otherwise provided by a general act of the Chamber, shall be verified by the president of the Chamber, who shall, on the upper part of the last page of the book, write down the total number of pages and date of verification, sign the verification and place the wax stamp of the Chamber over end parts of the warranty line.  

4. Registers shall, on the right hand edge, have capital letters of the alphabet placed in such a manner, that the first letter of the alphabet is placed in the upper right hand corner, and the last letter in the bottom right corner of the book. Pages of registers shall bear ordinal numbers for each individual letter. Apart from letters of the Croatian alphabet, the registers shall also contain special frequent letters from other European Latin alphabets. 

5. Calendar year shall appear at the beginning of every page of register or list, unless otherwise provided by a general act of the Chamber. Entries made in each new calendar year shall always begin on a fresh page. 

6.  Pages of lists and registers, unless otherwise provided by a general act of the Chamber, shall be divided into (vertical) columns, containing rubrics for individual entries. First column shall always be the column containing ordinal number of that particular entry. 

7. Each entry shall be horizontally underlined in the lists, unless otherwise provided by a general act of the Chamber. 

8. Entries shall be made into registers in the first free rubric of such registers under the letter of the alphabet corresponding to the initial letter of architect’s or civil engineer’s family name, i.e. company. Registers shall be considered full, when any of the letters from that register run out of new-entry space. 

9. Registers and lists can also be kept in computers.

10.  Keeping registers and lists shall be governed by a separate decision of the Managing Board of the Chamber. 

Article 14

The Register of authorized architects and Registers of authorized civil engineers shall contain the following information: 

1. first name and family name of architect or civil engineer

2. personal identification number

3. day and place of birth

4. date of entry

5. number and day of entry decision

6. seat of the company/office

7. professional orientation of authorized architect or civil engineer

8. position architect or civil engineer has in his/her designing company, i.e. some other legal person which was not founded as designing company (member, employed, position)

9. membership in joint office

10.  changes occurring during performance of architectural or civil engineering jobs, numbers and dates of decisions on the basis of which such changes occurred

11. day of and reason for being stricken from the register, number and date of decision on the basis of which striking from the register was conducted

12.  name of person who took over the office, in case of item 11 of this paragraph, number and date of decision on the basis of which that person took over

13.  note on initialization of procedure for the reopening of entry procedure, number and date of decision on the basis of which such note was made

14.  note on suspension and termination of membership in the Chamber, i.e. performance of jobs in architecture or civil engineering, number and date of decision on the basis of which such note was made

15.  note on initialization of disciplinary proceedings, data on act on the basis of which such proceedings were initialized, and 

16.  data on obligations in bodies of the Chamber and their duration. 

Article 15

Internal makeup and keeping of List of joint offices shall be governed by a separate decision of the Managing Board. 

                                             Article 16

Internal makeup and keeping of List of designing companies shall be governed by a separate decision of the Managing Board. 

Article 17

1. Apart from registers and lists from Article 13 of these Articles of association, the Chamber shall in a separate document keep record of personal data of each authorized architect and authorized civil engineer, designing company and joint office. 

2. The Chamber shall also keep a separate record on disciplinary proceedings and record on members stricken from registers. 

3. Managing Board of the Chamber shall separately decide on the contents and manner of keeping records from paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Article.  

IV. PROFESSIONAL ORIENTATIONS AND TASKS

OF AUTHORIZED ARCHITECTS AND AUTHORIZED CIVIL ENGINEERS

1. Professional orientation and tasks of authorized architects

Article 18

Authorized architect shall be entered into the Register of authorized architects under one of the following professional orientations:  

1. Authorized architect

2. Authorized architect – town planner

3. Authorized architect – internal architecture

4. Authorized landscape architect

Article 19

1. Professional orientations of authorized architects shall be  determined relative to professional tasks

- architectural – formative, technical and economic designing shall constitute professional tasks of authorized architects. Authorized architects shall have the authority to provide expert services from the scope of all professional architectural orientations. 

- devising urban development plans and physical plans (organizing their implementation and planning the surroundings) shall be the professional tasks of authorized architect – town planner. 

- Professional tasks of authorized landscape architects shall be planning, designing and decorating of landscape structures inside and outside of inhabited areas, protection and planned and consistent maintenance of landscape, as well as of landscape architecture, based on biotechnical, artistic, economic and ecological ideas and acts.  

2. Professional tasks of authorized architects, authorized architects – town planners, authorized architects of internal architecture and authorized landscape architects from paragraph 1 of this article shall include: 

1) devising urban development plans and physical plans, developing conceptual designs, conceptual projects, program sketch drawings, main projects and detailed designs,  

2) drawing up design and building programs, monitoring their implementation, 

3) consulting and representing investors and their interests when it comes to: planning, designing, choosing contractors, coordinating, contracting works, organizing and executing projects, 

4) planning, coordinating and organizing the building process, 

5) supervising building, settling accounts and taking over executed work, 

6) execution of expert measurements and tests, 

7) monitoring buildings and facilities when operating, 

8) drawing up opinions, studies, evaluations and budgets, expert documentation control, 

9) drawing up list of expenses including measurements, supervision of execution and calculation of the value of executed jobs, conducted in accordance with those  documents, 

10) Professional tasks of authorized architects and authorized landscape architects shall also include taking an active part in landscape planning, urban development, regional planning and environmental protection. 

3. Professional tasks shall include jobs from the Rulebook on the price of services of the Croatian Chamber of architects and civil engineers. 

4. Professional tasks shall correspond to the definition and classification labels of the Rulebook on determining scientific domains (Official gazette of the Republic of Croatia, no. 29/97) – for branches 2.01.01-2.01.05 of field 2.01 Architecture and urbanism, within Technical sciences domain. Professional tasks of landscape architects correspond to labels for branch 4.01.05, of field 4.01. Agronomy, within Biotechnical sciences domain. 

2.  Professional orientations and tasks of authorized civil engineers

Article 20

Authorized civil engineer shall be entered into a Register of authorized civil engineers under one of the following professional orientations:  

1. Authorized civil engineer-geotechnician

2. Authorized civil engineer-constructor

3. Authorized civil engineer for organizing building

4. Authorized civil engineer for roads

5. Authorized civil engineer for hydraulic engineering

Article 21

1. Professional tasks of authorized civil engineers relative to their professional orientation, for each technical domain are: 

1) Formative, technical and economic design of buildings and their construction parts

2) Development of programs, studies, plans and projects

3) consulting and representing investors and their interests when it comes to: planning, designing, choosing contractors, coordinating, contracting works, organizing and executing projects, 

4) planning, coordinating and organizing the building process

5) supervising building

6) calculating the value of and taking over executed works

7) execution of expert measurements and tests, 

8) monitoring buildings and facilities when operating

9) expert project control

10) drawing up list of expenses including measurements, supervision of execution and calculation of the value of executed jobs, conducted in accordance with those  documents. 

2. Authorized civil engineers shall have the authority to execute jobs relating to one or more professional orientations.  

3. Professional orientations and tasks of authorized geodesy engineers

Article 22

1. Authorized geodesy engineers shall be entered into the Register of authorized geodesy engineers. Register of authorized geodesy engineers shall cover only one professional orientation. 

2. Professional tasks of geodesy engineers shall include: 

1) establishing the size and shape of land and measuring all data required for defining size, position, form and shape of any of its parts

2) positioning objects in space, as well as positioning and monitoring physical traits, structures and construction works conducted on the land, above or beneath its surface

3) establishing the position of boundaries between private and public land, including intra-state and international borders and registration of land in appropriate registers

4) shaping, establishing and managing land and geographical data systems, as well as gathering, storing, analyzing and managing data from such systems

5) geodesic study of natural and social environment, measuring land and marine resources, using such data to plan and develop urban, rural and regional areas

6) geodesic planning, development and change of ownership, of either the urban or the rural, land or buildings

7) geodesic evaluation of property and management, of either the urban or the rural, land or buildings

8) Geodesic planning, measuring and management of geodesic activities at construction sites, including cost evaluation, drawing up lists of expenses, organizing and executing geodesic work. 

9) Drawing up plans, maps, data banks, graphs and reports. 

3. Professional tasks of authorized geodesic engineers shall include:  

1) Designing and placing geodesic base points and determining their position and height by terrestrial and satellite methods

2) Topographic land measurements conducted by means of photographic measurement, terrestrial and satellite methods, including drawing up plans and maps for the purposes of physical planning, environmental protection and building design

3) detailed measurement of user and owner relations on the land, for the purposes of cadastral books and land registry by means of photographic measurement, terrestrial and satellite methods

4) Geodetic measurement, including drawing up documentation required for execution of agrarian operations, ordering and expropriation of land

5) Transfer of project, in the sense of position, to the field, on the basis of compiled project documentation and drawing up staking out report

6) Supervision and monitoring of positional characteristics of architectural and other objects, i.e. their parts during the building process, as to ensure their correspondence with project documentation, drawing up reports for entry into official registers

7) Geodesic measurement of actual state following the end of construction of objects, i.e. their parts and drawing up reports for entry into official registers

8) Geodesic measurement of underground and above-ground installations and power lines, drawing up adequate technical documentation for entry into official registers

9) Controlling (in the sense of position) the influence of buildings on space and the change in their positional characteristics occurring during exploitation (deformations and shifts), for the purposes of building maintenance

10) Drawing up general topographic and theme maps to be used as basis for developing projects

11) Drawing up technical documentation for preservation and renewal of objects of cultural and architectural heritage

12) Taking part in team work relating to projects for construction of water management basis and finding ecological and water-preservation solutions 

13) Establishment and installation of digital (topographic and theme) databases

14) Consulting and designing services, as well as expert evaluation of geodesic activities

15) Organizing courses, seminars and supervising work made in geodesic management. 

4. Professional orientation and tasks of authorized mechanical engineers

Article 23

1. Authorized mechanical engineer shall be entered under one of the following headings in the Register of authorized mechanical engineers: 

1) authorized mechanical engineer for thermo-electric plants

2) authorized mechanical engineer for storing and transfer of gaseous and liquid matter

3) authorized mechanical engineer for heating, ventilation, air-conditioning, cooling appliances and water preparation and processing

4) authorized mechanical engineer for processing and other plants. 

2. Marine architects, mining engineers and chemical technology engineers actually performing professional tasks from Article 24 can be entered under one of professional orientations in the Register of authorized engineers. 

Article 24

Professional tasks of authorized mechanical engineers, relative to their professional orientation, for each technical domain are: 

1) technical, technological and economic design of engines and parts of building systems

2) drawing up studies, programs and projects

3) supervising execution

4) making technical tests and measurements

5) control of systems during use

6) expert documentation control

5. Professional orientation and tasks of authorized electrical engineers

Article 25

Authorized electrical engineer shall be entered under one of professional orientations in the Register of authorized electrical engineers: 

1) authorized electrical engineers

2) authorized electrical engineers for electro-energetics

3) authorized electrical engineers for information and telecommunications technology

Article 26

Professional tasks of authorized electrical engineers, relative to their professional orientation, for each technical domain are: 

1) technical, technological and economic design of electro-technical, lighting and protective systems during construction

2) consulting and representing investors and their interests when it comes to planning, designing, choice of equipment and contractor, as well as project organization and implementation

3) drawing up studies, programs and projects, opinions, evaluations and calculations

4) supervising execution, calculation and takeover of executed works

5) conducted technical tests and measurements

6) control of electro-technical systems during use

7) expert documentation control and formal recognition of documentation. 

V. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF AUTHORIZED ARCHITECTS AND AUTHORIZED CIVIL ENGINEERS

Article 27

1. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall have the right to elect and be elected into Chamber bodies. 

2. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers elected into the Chamber Assembly shall attend Assembly meetings. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers elected to other Chamber bodies shall attend meetings of such bodies. 

3. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall act in accordance with conclusions of Chamber bodies. 

Article 28

Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall, at the request of any Chamber bodies, without delay provide data and notices relating to their conduct and work during the execution of architectural or civil engineering jobs. 

Article 29

Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall pay to the Chamber member fees and make other payments determined by Chamber bodies and departments. 

Article 30

1. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall perform architectural and civil engineering jobs actually and continually. 

2. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall perform these jobs conscientiously, in accordance with the Act, rules of their profession, accepted scientific achievements and the Code of professional ethics. 

3. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall observe copyrights. 

4. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall not perform jobs irreconcilable with architectural and civil engineering profession. 

Article 31

1. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall have the right and obligation to take all necessary measures, in accordance with the act and authority bestowed upon them, they hold could benefit the investor to whom they provide professional services. 

2. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall continue providing professional services even after they cancel such services, if it is necessary for rectifying any damage the investor suffers, no later then 30 days after cancellation of professional help, i.e. termination of the contract. 

3. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall, following contract termination or end of construction return to the investor, at its request, all its documents and documentation. 

Article 32

1. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall sign and put their seal on only those projects and documentation they have themselves prepared, i.e. which was prepared under their expert guidance. The Chamber shall be informed of any contracts with investors pursuant to which any such projects or other documentation were devised.  

2. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall name their associates, if they cooperated with associates in devising such projects. 

Article 33

Government bodies, legal and physical persons who have public authorities shall provide authorized architects and authorized civil engineers with any data they may need to perform jobs in a concrete task ordered by the investor, if this does not violate their obligation to keep official or professional secrets. 

Article 34

Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall not be held penaly accountable for giving their professional opinion in proceedings before any courts or other government bodies. 

Article 35

1. Every authorized architect and authorized civil engineer shall have a seal of the office he works for. The seal shall contain designation “authorized architect” or “authorized engineer”, first and family name, academic degree (PhD or M.S.), professional orientation and office address. If authorized architect or authorized civil engineer works in a joint office or designing company, i.e. other legal person, the seal shall contain designation showing this is a joint office, i.e. office belonging to another legal person. 

2. Authorized architects and/or authorized civil engineers whose office is situated in an area in which, apart from Croatian, another official language is also used, can place the translation of words “authorized architect” or “authorized civil engineer” side by side their Croatian equivalents, in accordance with any specific regulations.  

Article 36

1. Table bearing office name can only be placed at the entrance of building in which the office is situated, and entrance into apartment or office in which the office is situated. Unless otherwise provided in these Articles of association, the table shall bear designation “authorized architect” or “authorized civil engineer”, first and family name of authorized architect or authorized civil engineer, i.e. designation denoting this is a joint office or branch office of a designing company and professional orientation. 

2. Offices of authorized architects and authorized civil engineers situated on the territory of local self-governing units in which a foreign language is officially used alongside Croatian, can place the translation of words “authorized architect” or “authorized civil engineer” into that other language  onto their table. 

3. Appearance, shape or size of the table bearing office name shall not assume advertising quality. 

Article 37

1. No later then 30 days prior to intended relocation, i.e. opening of office headquarters, authorized architect and/or authorized civil engineer shall inform the Chamber of the change of office headquarters, via notice. 

2. In this same period, authorized architect and/or authorized civil engineer shall inform the Chamber of any changes in office name, via notice. 

3. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers who move their office headquarters shall have the authority to leave notice of office relocation at their prior headquarters. 

Temporary substitute and transferee

Article 38

1. If Chamber membership of authorized architect and/or authorized civil engineer is suspended, pursuant to Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers, the body which brought the suspension order shall, at the request of such architect or civil engineer, appoint a temporary substitute from the ranks of authorized architects and/or authorized civil engineers, primarily those who have offices in the same town. If authorized architect and/or authorized civil engineer fails to recommend his/her substitute until the day of entry into force of suspension order, such substitute shall be appointed by the body which brought the order. 

2. Temporary substitutes shall be appointed via suspension of Chamber membership order. 

3. Temporary substitute shall have all the rights of authorized architect and/or authorized civil engineer he/she replaced, even without clients’ consent (investor, orderer). 

4. Order terminating suspension of authorized architect and/or authorized civil engineer shall also relieve his/her temporary substitute of duty. 

5. Temporary substitute shall conduct business for the benefit of authorized architect and/or authorized civil engineer he/she substitutes. Temporary substitute shall have the right to receive payment for his/her work, pursuant to provisions of Rulebook on price of services. 

Article 39

1. If authorized architect’s and/or authorized civil engineer’s right to work expires, the Managing Board shall appoint, at the recommendation of an individual department, transferee of his/her office from the ranks of authorized architects and/or authorized civil engineers, by means of the same order in which they establish his/her right to work expired. 

2. Transferee shall, within 30 days, inform the clients (investor, orderer) that their former contractor (authorized architect/civil engineer) lost the right to work and put all projects and other documentation at their disposal. 

3. Transferee shall provide clients professional services without their consent, and conscientiously perform jobs which need to be done, until clients take over from transferee the management of project task, i.e.  professional service or until entry into force of legal consequences of termination of providing professional services, i.e. contract termination. 

Article 40

1. When right to work is terminated by death, spouse, i.e. other close relatives of the deceased authorized architect and/or authorized civil engineer shall have the prerogative of recommending a transferee to the Chamber Managing Board (right of presentation). The Chamber Managing Board shall consider any such recommendations when appointing transferees. 

2. Authorized architects and/or authorized civil engineers shall, in principle, accept appointment for substitute, i.e. transferee, with the exception of case from paragraph 1 of this Article. 

Article 41

Such person shall work in his/name and for his/her own benefit. All actions he/she executes in order to provide professional services to transferred clients (orderer) shall be charged (to orderer) for his/her own benefit, but he/she shall meet the proportionate amount of expenses of such business transactions. 

Article 42

1. Following liquidation of work conducted by former authorized architect and/or authorized civil engineer, transferee shall give to the above former authorized architect and/or authorized civil engineer or their successors all income earnings in cash, as well as all settled claims and documents relating to such claims.  

2. Transferee shall negotiate conditions of office liquidation with former authorized architect and/or authorized civil engineer or their successors. If a contract to this effect is not concluded in a reasonable period of time, president of the Chamber shall establish conditions for office liquidation. An appeal against president’s order can be filed to the Managing Board within fifteen days. Appeal against the order determining office liquidation conditions shall not postpone its execution. 

3. Following liquidation, transferee shall make a report to the Chamber. 

VI. INTERNAL STRUCTURE OF THE CHAMBER

1. Chamber Assembly

Article 43

1. The Chamber Assembly shall consist of fifteen representatives of each individual department, elected at department meetings. 

2. Terms of office of Assembly members shall be set at four years, that is until the election of new members. 

Article 44

1. Any decisions maintained and brought by the Assembly shall be considered valid if the majority of members of each department is present at the meeting. 

2. Any decision of the Assembly for which the majority of representatives of each department voted, shall be considered valid. 

3. Any member of the Assembly who was validly banned from performing jobs for a specific period of time, shall not have the right to participate in the work of the Assembly. 

4. If in case of paragraph 3 of this article, the department fails to appoint a new representative and inform the Chamber thereof prior to Assembly meeting, the provisions of these Articles of association relating to the number of Assembly members and quorum shall be adjusted to the smaller number of members. 

Article 45

1. Regular Assembly meetings shall be held at least once a year. If necessary, a special Assembly meeting can be held, pursuant to Article 8 of Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers. 

2. Assembly meetings shall be held in Zagreb, unless otherwise provided by the Assembly at an earlier meeting. 

Article 46

1. Notice of Assembly meeting shall be delivered to all Assembly members no later then fifteen days prior to the day on which the meeting is to be held. 

2. Notice of Assembly meeting shall contain suggested agenda, place and opening time. 

3. Apart from the Notice of Assembly meeting, members shall also be delivered all materials prepared for the meeting, unless otherwise provided by Rulebook on Assembly work. 

Article 47

1. Apart from matters provided in the Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers, the Assembly shall: 

1) adopt the Rulebook on compensation of necessary expenses to Chamber members and other persons

2) adopt the Rulebook on the use of collected fines and procedural costs

3) adopt the Rulebook on entry into Chamber Register of persons who do not meet the conditions for entry into Chamber (Article 26, paragraph 4 of Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers)

4) adopt the Rulebook on honorary members of the Chamber

5) adopt the Rulebook on organizing and implementing public competitions from the domain of architecture and urbanism

6) adopt the Rulebook on the work of Disciplinary court and Appellate disciplinary court

7) adopt the Rulebook on care

8) adopt the Rulebook on permanent professional and scientific betterment

9) elect and relieve of duty Chamber presidents and Chamber vice-presidents

10)  elect and relieve of duty president, vice-president and at least five members of each of the following: disciplinary court, appellate disciplinary court, prosecutor of disciplinary court and at least three of his deputies

11)  elect members of the supervisory Committee

12)  acknowledge members of the Managing Board elected by the departments

13)  approve incomes and expenditures of the Chamber

14)  discuss and decide on all matters relating to performance of architectural and civil engineering work and the position of architects and civil engineers

15)  consider and comment on Managing Board’s reports on the work conducted in the preceding period and relieve the Managing Board

16)  take into consideration reports of the supervisory Committee

17)  decide on other matters from the agenda

2. If necessary, the Assembly shall have the authority to bring other general acts, establish and appoint competent commissions, for the purposes of resolving issues, in accordance with the act and these Articles of association. 

3. The Assembly shall have the authority to discuss and decide on any matters from the domain of other Chamber bodies. 

Article 48

1. The Assembly shall have the authority to recall members of Chamber bodies it elects, and shall, in that case, elect new ones without delay. 

2. When a vacancy appears in one of Chamber bodies, the Assembly shall elect a new member at the first following meeting. 

Article 49

1. Work of the Assembly shall be conducted in accordance with the Rulebook on Assembly work. 

2. Managing Board

Article 50

1. Managing Board shall consist of three members of each department, elected at department meetings, as well as of head of each department and their deputies. 

2. Department heads and their deputies shall, by virtue of their position, be members of the Managing Board. 

3. Chamber president, who is by virtue of his position member of the Managing Board, shall preside over the Managing Board. 

4. Term of office of members of the Managing Board shall be set at four years, i.e. until the election of new members. 

Article 51

 Apart from matters provided in the Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers, the Managing Board shall: 

1. adopt general acts of the Chamber for the adoption of which it is authorized by the Act and these Articles of association

2. appoint Committee for entry into Register of authorized architects and Registers of authorized civil engineers, at the recommendation of departments

3. issue permissions to designing companies, concerning the accordance of founding contract with the act, articles of association and other general acts of the Chamber

4. adopt orders of prohibition of work of designing companies, pursuant to provisions of the Building act

5. adopt orders on suspension and termination of membership in the Chamber

6. issue permits for execution of designing work and expert supervision to architects and civil engineers who are foreign citizens, pursuant to provisions of the Building act

7. appoint temporary substitutes and office transferees in cases provided in these articles of association

8. implement decisions to penalize persons who violated their obligations or damaged the reputation of architects or civil engineers to a greater or lesser extent, as well as valid rulings of disciplinary court

9. consider contracts founding designing companies and contracts founding joint offices

10.  establish the top amount of costs of disciplinary proceedings

11.  establish the amount of money at the disposal of Chamber’s president

12.  draw up annual budgets and expenses of the Chamber, requesting Assembly’s clearance

13.  manage Chamber’s financial dealings

14.  decide on making the Chamber a member of international associations and other organizations of architects and civil engineers, and appoint Chamber’s representatives in such associations and organizations

15.  foster cooperation with Chambers from other countries and corresponding professional and vocational associations abroad

16.  appoint editorial staff, as well as executive editors of Chamber’s papers

17.  receive and approve reports of Chamber’s president

18.  acknowledge reports of the Ministry on Chamber’s work and the state of architectural and civil engineering work

19.  perform other relevant work concerning architectural and civil engineering work

20.  monitor the work of authorized architects, civil engineers and candidates for entry into registry, as well as that of joint offices and designing companies, taking all necessary measures to ensure correct performance of work

21.  establish the program of continuous professional betterment of authorized architects, civil engineers and candidates for entry into the Chamber and monitor the implementation of that program

22.  execute other jobs provided by the act, these articles of association and other general acts of the Chamber

23.   execute other jobs outside the domain of other Chamber bodies. 

Article 52

1. The Managing Board shall convene at the invitation of Chamber’s president every monthly, with the exception of July and August. If necessary, a special meeting can be held, pursuant to Article 10, paragraph 3 of Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers. 

2. Notice of meeting shall contain the designated place and time of the meeting and the meeting agenda. 

3. Any decisions brought by the board shall be considered valid if at least three members from each department are present at the meeting. The decisions shall be brought by majority vote of the participants, unless otherwise provided in these articles of association. 

Article 53

By way of exception to provisions of Article 52, paragraph 3 of these articles of association, the Managing Board shall have the right to do the following if it has majority vote of members from each department: 

1) decide on proposals of the Articles of association, Code of conduct and Rulebook on price of services

2) decide on making the Chamber a member of international associations and other organizations of architects and civil engineers, appoint Chamber’s representatives in such associations and organizations

3) establish the amount of money at the disposal of Chamber’s president

4) adopt general acts of the Chamber for the adoption of which it is authorized by the act and these articles of association

5) acknowledge reports of the Ministry on Chamber’s work and the state of architectural and civil engineering work

6) acknowledge reports of Chamber’s president

Article 54

When it comes to monitoring the work of authorized architects and civil engineers, joint offices, designing companies and other legal persons registered as firms dealing in design and expert supervision, the Managing Board shall have the authority to: 

1. give instructions, issue warnings and make decisions concerning their work

2. request data and information relating to their work from authorized architects, authorized engineers, joint offices, designing companies and other legal persons which were not founded as designing companies either directly or by way of mediation of the departments

3. take all measures necessary for the resolution of any work-related disputes between authorized architects and/or civil engineers. 

Article 55

1. The Managing Board shall foster continuous professional betterment of authorized architects, civil engineers and candidates for entry into the Chamber by means of: 

1) organizing consultations, seminars, courses, lectures, platforms, round tables and the like

2) publishing magazines, books and other publications. 

2. The Managing Board shall have the right to organize and conduct the forms of continuous professional betterment from paragraph 1 of this article in cooperation with individual departments, the ministry, other governmental bodies, bodies of local self-governing and government, colleges, other professional and scientific institutions, foundations, vocational and professional associations, companies, etc. 

3. The Managing Board shall have the authority to organize and realize various forms of continuous professional betterment in cooperation with foreign Chambers of architects and/or civil engineers and other professional associations and organizations. 

3. Supervisory Committee

Article 56

1. The Supervisory Committee shall consist of one president and two members elected by the Assembly. 

2. Members of the Assembly and the Managing Board can not be elected into the Supervisory Committee. 

3. Term of office of members of the Supervisory Committee shall be set at four years, i.e. until new members are elected. 

Article 57

1. The Supervisory Committee shall examine Chamber’s finances and annual expenses at least twice a year. It shall submit a report to Chamber’s Assembly annually, and propose the issue of clearances to the old Managing Board on the occasion of electing the new one. 

2.  The Supervisory Committee, the president and other bodies of the Chamber shall provide all relevant work-related information to the Supervisory Committee.  

4. President of the Chamber

Article 58

1. The Assembly shall elect the president of the Chamber and four of his vice-presidents from its own ranks, provided such persons are at the same time members of the Managing Board, for a one-year period. 

2. The president of the Chamber shall not simultaneously be the president or vice-president of one of the departments. 

Article 59

1. The president of the Chamber shall: 

1) convene meetings of the Assembly and the Managing Board and preside over them

2) represent and speak for the Chamber

3) prepare reports of the Chamber to the Ministry on the work of the Chamber and the state in architectural and civil engineering line of work

4) approve payments from the Chamber’s cash register totaling to the amount designated by the Managing Board 

5) verify registers and lists of the Chamber by his signature 

6) perform other jobs provided by the act, these Articles of association or some other general acts of the Chamber, including jobs entrusted him by the Managing Board. 

2. The president shall be accountable for his work to the Chamber’s Assembly and Chamber’s Managing Board.  

Article 60

The president shall inform the Chamber’s Managing Board of his actions taken between two meetings, at the first following meeting. 

Article 61


One of the vice-presidents chosen by the president shall take the place of unavailable president and assume all his authorities. 

5. Departments

Article 62

1. Members of the Chamber belonging to the same professional orientation shall form departments. 

2. Membership in particular departments shall be established on the basis of register entries made by the Chamber. 

Article 63

1. The departments shall formulate their own rules, which shall enter into force on the day they are approved by Chamber’s Managing Board. 

2. The rules from paragraph 1 of this article shall govern the internal structure and activities of the department, rights and obligations of department members and other matters of interest to department’s activities conducted in accordance with the Act, these Articles of association, Code of professional conduct and other general acts of the Chamber. 

Article 64

1. Department bodies are the department head and the department board. 

2. Department head shall have one deputy. 

3. Department head and his deputy shall be chosen by the department at its meeting, for a two-year period. 

4. The department board shall consist of twenty-one department members, elected at department meetings, for a four-year period. Department rules shall govern the authorities and manner of work of the department board. 

5. Department head shall preside over department board. 

Article 65

1. Regular department meetings shall be held annually, and convened and presided over by department head. 

2. Department heads shall either of his own free will, or at the request of department board or of at least a quarter of total department members, convene a special department meeting. 

3. Department meeting can be held and its decisions shall be considered valid only if it is attended by a majority of all members. 

4. At department meetings, decisions shall be adopted by a majority vote of present members. 

5. All matters relating to the activities and organization of a particular department shall be decided upon at department meetings. 

6. Disciplinary court

Article 66

1. Disciplinary court shall be an independent body of the chamber deciding on heavy violations of duty and marring of the reputation of architects or civil engineers, committed by authorized architects and authorized civil engineers. 

2. Disciplinary court shall resolve appeals against first-degree rulings of the Disciplinary council. 

Article 67

1. Chamber’s Assembly shall elect and relieve of duty the presiding judge, his deputies and judges of the disciplinary court. 

2. A member of the disciplinary court shall be considered relieved of duty if the majority of Assembly members vote for his dismissal. 

3. A member of the disciplinary court the dismissal of whom is to be discussed at the Assembly meeting, shall be acquainted with the request for his dismissal, the facts on which such a request is based and any proof substantiating such facts, prior to the Assembly meeting at which his dismissal is to be decided upon.  

Article 68

1. Disciplinary judges shall be independent and reach verdicts in accordance with the act, Articles of association and the Code of professional ethics. 

2. Unless otherwise provided in these Articles of association, provisions relating to summary proceedings, with the exception of rules on bringing in the accused, his promise not to leave his place of residence, pretrial detention warranty, search of persons and premises, due hearing of the case, treatment of disputable real and property-related claims, shall be applied in a suitable manner in the disciplinary proceedings. 

3.  The public shall be excluded from the proceedings before the disciplinary council. 

Article 69

1. Presiding judge shall decide on the activities of the disciplinary court. In case of his being prevented, his deputy shall take over. 

2. The disciplinary court shall conduct proceedings in councils consisting of council presiding judge and two members. Council makeup and the order in which cases are to be distributed among them shall be determined by the disciplinary court at the beginning of each year of its term of office. 

3. Council shall reach verdicts by a majority vote. 

Article 70

The disciplinary court shall: 

1. hear cases of heavy violation of duty and damaging the reputation of architects or civil engineers

2. decide on appeals against decisions of the disciplinary council, relating to minor violation of duty and damaging the reputation of architects or civil engineers

3. decide on proposals of disciplinary prosecutor concerning the termination of disciplinary proceedings, following indictment

4. execute other jobs provided by the act and these Articles of association. 

Article 71

1. The accused shall have the right to choose his defense attorney in the proceedings before disciplinary court. 

2. The council can exceptionally order an obligatory participation of defense attorney in the proceedings, if it holds it is in the best interest of the accused, who failed to choose his defense attorney. 

3. The presiding judge of disciplinary court and disciplinary prosecutor of the Chamber shall not have the authority to act as defense attorneys in disciplinary proceedings held before disciplinary court of the Chamber. 

7. Disciplinary court of appeals

Article 72

Disciplinary court of appeals shall be an independent body of the Chamber, resolving claims against first degree rulings of the disciplinary court of the Chamber, and performing other jobs provided by the act and these Articles of association. 

Article 73

1. The presiding judge, his deputies and judges of the disciplinary court of appeals shall be elected and relieved of duty by the Chamber Assembly. 

2. Provisions of Article 67, paragraphs 2 and 3 of these Articles of association shall be applicable to the procedure of dismissal of members of the disciplinary court of appeals. 

Article 74

1. Presiding judge shall regulate the work of the disciplinary court of appeals, and in case of his unavailability, he shall be replaced by his deputy. 

2. Disciplinary court of appeals shall be divided into councils consisting of council presiding judge and two members. Makeup of such councils and the order of their precedence shall be established by the disciplinary court of appeals at the beginning of each year of its term of office. 

Article 75

Provisions of Articles 68 and 71 of these Articles of association shall be applicable to the proceedings before the disciplinary court of appeals. 

8. Disciplinary councils

Article 76

1. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall answer for minor violation of duty and damaging the reputation of architects or civil engineers before three-member disciplinary councils. Members of disciplinary councils shall be elected by Chamber’s Managing Board. 

2. Disciplinary court shall resolve any claims against the rulings of disciplinary councils. 

9. Disciplinary prosecutor

Article 77

1. Disciplinary prosecutor and his deputies shall be elected and relieved of duty by the Chamber’s Assembly. 

2. Disciplinary prosecutor shall conduct all jobs in person or through his deputies, who shall adhere to his instructions in the performance of their work. 

3. Disciplinary prosecutor shall no be a member of the Managing Board nor of Chamber’s Supervisory Committee. 

10. Organizing architects and civil engineers on the territory of local self-governing units

Article 78

1. Any department shall have the authority to establish local committees on the territory of local self-governing units, for the purposes of improving the work of members performing particular work. 

2. Local committees can be established for the territory of one or more local self-governing units. 

3. The decision to establish local committees shall be made by the department at its meeting, with prior consent of Chamber’s Managing Board. 

4. Scope and program of local committees’ activities shall be determined by department committee. 

VI. DESIGNING COMPANIES AND JOINT OFFICES

Article 79

1. A copy of contract on the establishment of company shall be delivered with the request for issuance of prior consent concerning the compatibility of contract on the establishment of designing company with the Act, Articles of association and other general acts of the Chamber. 

2. The Managing Board shall decide on the request from paragraph 1 of this article within thirty days. 

3. Applicant shall meet the costs of consent granting procedure. 

Article 80

For the purposes of examining contracts on the establishment of designing companies and contracts on the establishment of joint offices, as well as supervision of the implementation of any such contracts, the Managing Board shall have the authority to appoint commissions for individual cases or time. The Managing Board shall have the authority to acquire expert opinions of prominent experts unconnected with the Chamber, for this same purpose. 

VII. DISCIPLINARY ACCOUNTABILITY OF AUTHORIZED ARCHITECTS AND CIVIL ENGINEERS

1. Conditions of accountability and disciplinary measures

Article 81

1. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall answer for violation of duty and damaging the reputation of architects or civil engineers in accordance with the provisions of the Act, these Articles of association and Code of professional ethics. 

2. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall answer for heavy violation of duty and damaging the reputation of architects or civil engineers before Chamber’s disciplinary court. 

3. Authorized architects and authorized civil engineers shall answer for minor violation of duty and damaging the reputation of architects or civil engineers before disciplinary councils. 

Article 82

The following shall constitute heavy violation of duty and damaging of the reputation of architects or civil engineers: 

1. if an architect or civil engineer procures entry into Register of authorized architects or authorized civil engineers despite legal obstacles, 

2. if he/she commits criminal act bringing into question his/her worthiness to perform architectural or civil engineering jobs, 

3. if he/she performs architectural or civil engineering jobs during his/her suspension of chamber membership, or if he/she violates the suspension in any way, 

4. if contrary to law and the authority he/she has to provide expert services, he/she intervenes with any bodies or legal persons in civil service or acts unworthily and contrary to his/her authority, 

5. if he/she executes architectural or civil engineering jobs unconscientiously or provides unprofessional advice and representation to investors, 

6. if he/she performs jobs irreconcilable with architectural or civil engineering activities, 

7. if contrary to the law he/she uses the title of authorized architect or authorized civil engineer in combination with his/her professional orientation, 

8. if he/she performs jobs contrary to his/her orientation, 

9. if he/she unconscientiously executes office takeover activities, 

10. if he/she concludes or executes jobs below prices defined in the Rulebook on the price of services of the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers, 

11. if he/she makes either business or administrative benefits, personally or through an intermediary, a condition for getting jobs, 

12. if he/she sells earlier projects or finished projects from catalogues, 

13. if he/she stipulates manner or conditions of forming, use of material and stylistic traits to other architects, or limits their creativity in some other manner, 

14. if he/she points out errors or proposes changes in projects to investors at the detriment of other architects or civil engineers, 

15. if he/she accepts jobs contracted by other authorized architects or authorized civil engineers, in direct violation of the provisions of the Code of professional ethics, 

16. if he/she takes over a project, fails to adhere to author’s instruction and does not inform him/her thereof, 

17. if he/she competes with prices lower than the designated ones or uses incorrect data when establishing prices, 

18. if he/she charges less than the amount contracted on the basis of the Rulebook on the price of services or concludes contracts containing incorrect information, 

19. if he/she fails to make a separate statement on project jobs offered with construction works, 

20. if he/she receives or demands commission, 

21. if he/she participates in soliciting for tenders without required consent of the Chamber, 

22. if he/she violates the anonymity clause at such soliciting for tenders, 

23.  if he/she violates acts of the Chamber as an employee of a legal person or fails to inform the Chamber of their violation, 

24.  if he/she demands and receives reward for his professional service in direct violation of Chamber regulations, 

25.  if he/she seeks or gets jobs in an unworthy manner, or signs projects, expert opinions and etc. made by unauthorized persons, 

26.  if he/she fails to observe copyrights, 

27.  if he/she has more than one office, in violation of the Construction act, 

28.  if he/she fails to fulfill material obligations arising from membership in the Chamber, 

29.  if he/she commits heavy violation of duty in administrative bodies or against bodies of the Chamber, 

30.  if he/she moves office in violation of the provisions of these Articles of association or fails to duly notify the Chamber about the change of headquarters or the name of the office, i.e.  if he/she fails to inform the Chamber of changes occurring during performance of architectural or civil engineering jobs, 

31.  if he/she commits heavy violation of provisions of the Act, these Articles of association or the Code of professional ethics in the course of work of a joint office or a designing company. 

Article 83

Conduct and work of architect or civil engineer in private life shall also  constitute heavy damaging of the reputation of architects or civil engineers if such conduct and work damages the reputation of architectural or civil engineering profession. 

Article 84

1. A fine in the amount of 1.000,00 to 3.000,00 kuna can be imposed upon an authorized architect or civil engineer if he/she commits minor violation of duty of architects or civil engineers. 

2. A fine in the amount of 5.000,00 to 15.000,00 kuna can be imposed upon an authorized architect or civil engineer if he/she commits heavy violation of duty and damages the reputation of architects or civil engineers. 

3. If a unified fine for multiple violations of duty and damaging of the reputation of architects or civil engineers is being established, it shall not in any case exceed the amount of 3.000,00 kuna in the case of minor violations, i.e. 15.000,00 kuna in the case of heavy violations. 

Article 85

1. The disciplinary court shall have the authority to decide in its ruling that a valid court decision brought in the proceedings against an authorized architect or authorized civil engineer be published in Chamber’s papers. 

2. After entry into force of acquittal, authorized architect or authorized civil engineer against who the disciplinary proceedings are initiated shall have the right to demand the acquittal be published in Chamber’s papers.

Article 86

When deciding on disciplinary measures for heavy violation of duty and damaging of the reputation of architects or civil engineers, the disciplinary court shall take into consideration all the circumstances on which the kind and amount of punishment depend, especially the damage caused on the grounds of which he/she committed the heavy violation, as well as any prior disciplinary sentences. When deciding on the fine, the defendant’s financial state shall be taken into consideration. 

Article 87

1. If a fine is established for heavy violation, the ruling shall determine the date of payment, which shall not be shorter then fifteen days nor longer then three months. 

2. In some cases, the disciplinary court can allow the fine to be paid in installments. In that case, the court shall acknowledge manner of payment and date of final payment which shall not exceed one year. 

3. Fines and costs of disciplinary proceedings shall be charged for the benefit of the Chamber and for the purposes of fostering architectural and civil engineering activities. 

Article 88

1. The Chamber shall inform the ministry of urban development, construction and habitation of the sentences of the disciplinary court passed upon authorized architects or authorized civil engineers. 

2. If the disciplinary court’s valid sentence passed upon authorized architects or authorized civil engineers is disciplinary penalty of the loss of right to work, the Chamber shall, apart from the ministry, inform competent government body dealing with urban development and construction on the territory in which the authorized architect or civil engineer’s headquarters were situated thereof, i.e. the territory of the Republic of Croatia. 

2. Initiating disciplinary proceedings

Article 89

Disciplinary proceedings shall be initiated by the disciplinary prosecutor upon his reception of report or when he finds the proceedings need to be initialized ex officio. 

Article 90

1. Disciplinary proceedings shall be initialized by delivering the report, i.e. proposal to the accused, inviting him/her to make a written statement within 15 days. 

2. Disciplinary prosecutor shall have the authority to interrogate the accused during this entire procedure. 

3. Disciplinary prosecutor shall have the authority to take other actions to establish facts incriminating or benefiting the accused. 

4. When the need arises for further explanation of the report or statements of the reporter, disciplinary prosecutor shall invite the reporter to elaborate the report or make a statement within a minimum thirty day period, and warn him/her that unless he/she complies with the request, the charges shall be dropped within the designated period. 

Article 91

Disciplinary measures can be taken against any authorized architects or authorized civil engineers whose right to work expired, because they do not wish to work or did not work or whose membership has been suspended, provided the proceedings are initiated prior to the decision to stop working, i.e. prior to suspension. 

Article 92

1. After careful deliberation, disciplinary prosecutor shall, if he holds that heavy violation occurred, press charges. 

2. Disciplinary prosecutor shall turn over minor violation cases to the disciplinary council. 

3. Proceedings before disciplinary court

Article 93

1. On receiving the indictment, the presiding judge of disciplinary court’s council shall convene disciplinary council consisting of one presiding judge and two judges. 

2. Disciplinary council shall: 

1) discontinue proceedings if it establishes that the act which is the subject of indictment does not constitute heavy violation or that there exist circumstances excluding any possibility of disciplinary accountability or that there are not enough evidence to suggest that the accused should reasonably be suspected of committing the violation which is the subject of indictment. 

2) Turn the case to the disciplinary council of Chamber’s Managing Board if it holds its subject constitutes minor violation of duty and minor damage to the reputation of architects or civil engineers. 

3) Return the indictment to the disciplinary prosecutor with the request to substantiate it, if it holds this is necessary, 

4) Decide to discontinue proceedings until valid end of the penal proceedings is reached, provided that penal proceedings for the same act have been initiated against the accused. 

5) In cases from paragraph 2, items 1, 2 and 4 of this article, the council shall deliver its decision both to the accused and to the disciplinary prosecutor. Disciplinary prosecutor shall have the authority to appeal against decisions from paragraph 2, items 1 and 4 to Chamber’s disciplinary court of appeals. 

Article 94

1. If the council fails to reach any decisions from Article 93 of these Articles of association, presiding judge of the council shall convene a disciplinary hearing. 

2. The indictment shall be delivered to the accused with the invitation to attend the hearing. If defense proves to be obligatory, the accused shall be invited to chose his/her defense attorney and inform the court thereof no later then eight days before the day of the hearing. If the accused fails to appoint his/her defense attorney prior to that period, the court shall appoint one by virtue of official duty. 

Article 95

Hearings can be held in the absence of the duly invited accused who fails to explain his/her absence, but who has been interrogated in a preceding procedure or allowed to defend him/herself in that previous procedure. 

Article 96

Disciplinary hearings shall be held in the Chamber headquarters. 

Article 97. 

During hearing, the council shall have the authority to make any decision from Article 93 of these Articles of association. 

Article 98

1. Following hearing, the council of the disciplinary court shall reach a verdict, finding the defendant: 

1) guilty as charged or

2) acquit him/her of all charges if it is established that the act which is the subject of the indictment does not constitute heavy violation of duty and heavy damage to the reputation of architects or civil engineers, or if there are circumstances making impossible any disciplinary accountability, or if there is no evidence that the accused inflicted the violation, or that the violation did not occur. 

2. The disciplinary court shall reach a sentence rejecting the indictment if the disciplinary prosecutor drops the charges or establishes that the case has expired by limitation. 

Article 99

In the verdict finding the defendant guilty as charged, council of the disciplinary court shall indicate: 

1. the act for which the defendant is found guilty, including the facts and the circumstances constituting heavy violation of duty and heavy damage to the reputation of architects or civil engineers

2. sentence passed upon the defendant. 

Article 100

1. Disciplinary ruling shall also include the decision on who shall meet the costs of the proceedings. 

2. Disciplinary court shall have the authority to establish costs of the proceedings in the fixed amounts ranging from 500,00 to 2.000,oo kuna, depending on the complexity and duration of the proceedings. 

Article 101

A written copy of disciplinary court’s ruling shall be delivered to the accused, his/her defense attorney, disciplinary prosecutor and minister in charge of construction. Valid ruling shall also be delivered to the Chamber and the reporter. 

Article 102

1. An appeal against the ruling of the disciplinary court can be lodged to the disciplinary court of appeals within 15 days. 

2. The right of appeal shall be vested in the defendant, his/her defense attorney, disciplinary prosecutor and minister in charge of construction. 

3. A copy of the appeal shall be delivered to the opposing party, which can respond within 8 days. 

4. The disciplinary court of appeals shall consider the appeal at the meeting of  a three-member council. 

5. The disciplinary court of appeals shall have the authority to confirm, alter or annul the ruling of the disciplinary court. 

6. The decision of the disciplinary court of appeals shall be delivered to all persons, i.e.  parties from paragraph 2 of this article, and to the reporter. 

4. Proceedings before the disciplinary council of the Chamber

Article 103

1. A member of the disciplinary council of the Chamber appointed for that job by council presiding judge, shall conduct investigation in the procedure of passing sentences for minor violations. 

2. The accused shall be allowed to defend him/herself before the verdict is reached. 

3. An appeal can be lodged against the verdict of the disciplinary council if a disciplinary measure is passed upon the defendant. Only the defendant shall have the right to lodge such an appeal, within 15 days. 

4. Three-member disciplinary court of the Chamber shall decide on the appeal in a closed session. Council decision is final. 

5. In the proceedings before Chamber’s disciplinary council, provisions of theses Articles of association concerning disciplinary proceedings for heavy violation of duty and damage to the reputation of architects or civil engineers shall be applicable, if the provisions of this article do not provide otherwise. 

5. Limitation of actions

Article 104

1. Limitation of prosecution shall be abolished if a report is delivered to the Chamber and Chamber’s competent bodies decide to initiate proceedings. 

2. Limitation of prosecution and limitation of seizure shall in all events enter into force when a period two times longer then period established for the limitation of prosecution and limitation of seizure passes. 

3. If disciplinary defendant’s violation also constitutes criminal action, limitation of prosecution shall be suspended until valid closure of criminal proceedings, after which time the disciplinary proceedings are to  be continued. 

VIII. ADMINISTRATIVE AND PROFESSIONAL SERVICE

Article 105

1. The Chamber shall have an administrative and professional service for the performance of professional, administrative auxiliary and other jobs. 

2. Administrative and professional service shall consist of Chamber’s secretary (administrative secretary) and a number of permanently employed administrative clerks. 

3. Administrative and professional service shall be governed by Chamber’s secretary. Secretary of the Chamber shall have a college degree. 

4. Secretary of the Chamber shall be elected by the Managing Board on the basis of announcement for vacancies. 

Article 106

1. Administrative and professional service of the Chamber shall meet the needs and demands of the members and ensure professional, high-quality, due and responsible performance of tasks, in accordance with the Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers, Act on building, Act on urban development and these Articles of association. 

2. The work of the administrative and professional service shall be governed by a rulebook laid down by the Managing Board. 

IX. PAPERS OF THE CHAMBER

Article 107

1. The Chamber shall have its papers. 

2. Professional and scientific studies from the scope of architecture and civil engineering, as well as official acts and notices of the Chamber shall be published in the papers. 

3. All members of the Chamber shall receive the papers. 

Article 108

1. Members of the editing office, editor in chief and editor of the papers shall be elected by the Managing Board, for a three time period. 

2.  Members of the editing office, editor in chief and editor of the papers shall answer to the Managing Board. 

X. FINANCIAL OPERATIONS OF THE CHAMBER

Article 109

1. Financial operations of the Chamber shall be conducted on the basis of annual incomes and expenditures, approved by the Assembly. 

2. Budgetary revenues of the Chamber are: 
1) registration fee for authorized architects and authorized civil engineers

2) membership fee for authorized architects and authorized civil engineers

3) other incomes and payments

3. Supplementary incomes of the Chamber are: 

1) disciplinary fines

2) various supplementary incomes

Article 110

1. The Chamber shall use its means to execute tasks of the Chamber established by the Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers, Act on building, Act on urban development and these Articles of association.

2. The Managing Board shall have the authority to authorize the use of Chamber’s means for other legitimate purposes or needs. 

Article 111

1. Financial operations of the Chamber shall be registered on the basic and on separate accounts. 

2. Financial operations of the Chamber shall be registered on the basic account. 

3. Financial operations of the Departments shall be registered on separate accounts. 

Article 112

1. Incomes from Article 109 of these Articles of association shall be originally registered on separate accounts of the departments. 

2. A part of income for the operation of the Chamber as a whole shall be transferred from  the separate accounts of the departments to the basic account. 

3. The amount of money from the previous paragraph shall be established by Assembly’s annual budget. 

Article 113

The persons authorized to manage financial means of the Chamber shall be elected by: 

· Chamber’s Managing Board, when it comes to financial means on the basic account of the Chamber, 

· Department Boards, when it comes to financial means on the separate accounts of the departments. 

XI. COAT OF ARMS, SEALS AND STAMPS
Article 14

1. The Chamber shall have its coat of arms, designated by the Assembly. 

2. Seals and stamps of the Chamber shall be round, 38 mm in diameter, bearing the designation:  The Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers – Zagreb. 

3. Ink seals can be used in black, deep blue and purple ink. 

4. Metal stamps shall be imprinted in red wax. 

5. The Chamber shall also have a dry stamp. 

XII. FILE STORAGE

Article 115

1. Registers, lists and documents relating to individual authorized architects or authorized civil engineers shall be permanently stored, while other documents are to be stored for ten years. 

2. The Managing Board shall have the authority to make a separate  decision on storing Chamber documents. 

XIII. TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 116

1. President of the Chamber, the Managing Board and the Supervisory Committee shall be elected by the Founding Assembly. 

2. General acts from Article 21, paragraph 2 and Article 22, paragraph 1 of the Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers and Article 47 of these articles of association shall be adopted by the Assembly at a special meeting no later then six months from the day of the founding convention. 

Article 117

The Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers shall interpret any special provisions of these Articles of association. 

Article 118


These Articles of Association shall enter into force on the day of its publishing in the Official gazette of the Republic of Croatia.

At the meeting held on October 20, 1999, pursuant to Article 9, paragraph 1, item 1 and Article 20, paragraph 2 of the Act on the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers (Official gazette of the Republic of Croatia, no. 47/98), the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers, with prior consent of the ministry of urban development, construction and habitation, adopted the following

AMENDMENTS TO THE ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION OF THE CROATIAN CHAMBER OF ARCHITECTS AND CIVIL ENGINEERS

*Published in the Official gazette of the Republic of Croatia, no. 112, dated October 29, 1999

Article 1

The following text shall be added to Article 4, end of paragraph 3 of the Articles of association of the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers: “Membership card shall also set forth the authority of the authorized architect or authorized civil engineer to perform jobs within the framework of professional tasks, the Act, regulations adopted pursuant to the Act, rules of the profession and the Code of professional ethics of the Croatian Chamber of Architects and Civil Engineers.” Paragraph 4 shall be altered into: “The membership card shall be verified by the dry stamp of the Chamber, imprinted beneath the photograph of authorized architect or authorized civil engineer, and by the signature of the president of the Chamber.”

Paragraph 7 shall be expunged. 

Present paragraph 8 shall become the new paragraph 7. 

Article 2

Article 20, paragraph 1 shall be as follows: “Authorized civil engineers shall have the authority to perform jobs of the following professional orientations: “

Article 3


Article 21, paragraph 2 shall be as follows: “(2) Authorized civil engineers shall have the authority to perform jobs of all professional orientations.”

Article 4


Article 24 shall be as follows: 

“ Article 24

Professional tasks of authorized mechanical engineers, relative to their professional orientation, for each technical domain are: 

1. technical, technological and economic design of engines and parts of building systems

2. consulting and representing investors and their interests when it comes to planning, designing, choice of equipment and contractors, as well as project organization and implementation

3. drawing up studies, programs and conceptual technological designs, expert opinions, evaluations and calculations

4. supervising execution, calculation and takeover of executed works

5. conduct technical tests and measurements

6. control of systems in use

7. expert control and revision of domestic and foreign projects

8. drawing up instructions for use and maintenance. 

Article 5

Article 25 shall be as follows: “Authorized electrical engineers shall be entered  in the Register of authorized electrical engineers. The register shall have only one professional orientation. “

Article 6


Article 26, paragraph 1, item 1, shall be as follows: 

“(1) Professional tasks of authorized electrical engineers shall be as follows: 

-technical, technological and economic designing of electro technical, computer, information, telecommunications, lighting and protective systems.”

Article 7


The following text shall be added at the end of Article 35: “the seal shall also contain the sign of the Chamber. “

Article 8

Article 55, paragraph 1, item 2 shall be altered as follows: “2. publishing of magazines, books, other publications and other forms of publishing (cassettes, floppy discs, CDs, films, etc. )”

Article 9

Article 65, paragraph 3 shall be altered as follows: 

“ (3) Department meeting can be held and adopt valid decisions if the majority of the members are present. If the majority of all members does not attend the department meeting, it shall be postponed for a period of 30 minutes, after which time it shall convene. 

Valid decisions at such department meetings shall be adopted by majority vote of all attendant members.”

Article 10

The words: “and with the sign of the Chamber” shall be added at the end of Article 114, paragraph 2. 

Article 11


The above amendments to the Articles of association shall enter into force on the day of their publication in the Official gazette of the Republic of Croatia.
